THE ATTENTION OF PARENTS IS PARTICULARLY DRAWN TO THE FOLLOWING POINTS:

Boarders and day pupils

i) All clothes, personal property and other articles (including walkmans, calculators, etc) should be clearly marked with full name.  Shoes should be marked inside with felt tip pen. Sports Kit should be named on the OUTSIDE (below the logo if appropriate)

ii) Pupils are expected to take responsibility for their own clothes and possessions.  We recommend that expensive items are not brought to school.

iii) Lending and borrowing of other people's clothes and possessions are strongly discouraged because of the problems to which this can lead.

iv) Hair is expected to look neat.  No extreme styles or colouring are permitted.  Jewellery is not permitted below the Sixth form, except for one small ring or sleeper in each pierced ear. Other body piercing is not allowed except for sixth formers who may wear a discreet nose stud.
v) All towels should be marked in one corner with your child’s name, and should have a loop in the middle of one side.

vi) A limited number of second-hand uniform items may be bought from and donated to the PTA. Contact Christine Addison-Atkinson (contact details available in the Parents’ Directory or available from Reception).

viii) If insufficient or inadequate clothing is sent, the school reserves the right to purchase necessary items and put these on the bill.

ix) In order to help with the sorting of laundry, we ask that all clothes and belongings should be carefully marked with your child’s name using a woven name tape, attached as follows:
          a) on the back neck seam for shirts, sweaters, vests, etc.

          b) on the back waist band for pants, shorts, trousers.

          c) on the outside of sports kit – under the logo if appropriate.

x) Property may only be left in school during school holidays by boarders who live abroad.  Such property must be securely packed in a locked cases.

xi) We do expect pupils to return from half term breaks and other holidays with all their clothes laundered.

xii) Although we take responsibility for damage that occurs in the school laundry to uniform items of clothing, casual wear can only be accepted at the owners risk.  Casual clothes should be capable of being machine washed and tumble dried. There are domestic laundry facilities in the sixth form house for sixth formers to launder certain  items of clothing.

xiii) As storage space is limited we ask that the number of casual clothes brought be kept to a minimum.
