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Introduction.

Please remember that overall your uniform should be smart, clean and tidy, and appropriate to a school working environment such as ours.

General to Years 7 - 11 - boys and girls

i). School uniform should be worn during normal school hours (including breakfast), and to Assembly Monday to Friday.

ii). When uniform is worn after school it should be complete: either wear full uniform or change into casuals. Pupils are expected to arrive at school in uniform.

iii. Makeup and jewellery are not allowed, except for one small ring or sleeper in each pierced ear. No other nose or body piercings are allowed.

iv). If vests/T-shirts are worn under shirts/blouses then they should be plain white and v-necked so they are not visible.

v). Uniform navy blazer with badge. 
vi). A v-necked maroon pullover with crest.

vii). Scarf – a plain maroon or navy scarf or pashmina may be worn with uniform when outside. 

vi). An outdoor coat should be plain (i.e. one colour) and of unobtrusive style and colour, suitable to be worn with uniform (no bright colours, denim or leather: no writing or logos permitted). It should be a coat not a jacket.

An outdoor coat should not be worn in Assembly, in lessons or in the Dining Hall.

Hair   - hair for both boys and girls is expected to look neat. No extremes of style or colouring are permitted.  Hair should be no shorter than a number 2.
Particular to the Boys in  Years 7 – 11

i). Trousers – Ziggy’s mid-grey uniform trousers 

ii). Socks - dark grey or black.

iii). Shoes - Black polishable - laced or slip-ons.  No boots or trainers.

iv). Ties - maroon school tie with crest should be worn with the winter uniform.

v). Shirts – maroon pin-striped uniform shirts. These shirts, which can be long or short sleeved, should be worn with a tie.

vi). Summer Uniform – boys may wear their shirts without ties during the summer term.

Particular to the Girls in Years 7 – 11

i). Skirt - uniform grey sewn down knife pleated, no shorter than knee length or grey uniform trousers.   

ii). Uniform maroon pin-striped blouse. This can be either short or long sleeved
iii). Tights – grey 70 denier tights. Navy knee length socks can be worn in the summer term.
iv). Shoes –black polishable - either laced or slip-ons.  No boots or trainers. Heels not more than 4 cm deep

v). Hair ties - black or school colours.

The Sixth form

i). Please see separate sheet describing the Sixth Form Dress Code.

ii). On formal occasions, smart clothes, such as suits will be required.

iii). Discreet make-up and jewellery are acceptable for sixth formers, who may also wear a discreet nose stud.   
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
